Horse Show Rules  

 

1. Judges decisions are final. 
2. West Coast Horse Show Rulebook governs all approved CSHA Shows. 
3. Ribbons 1st-6th. 
4. Non-judged entries must maintain same gaits/speeds as judged entries. 
5. Stallions shall only be shown by exhibitors 18 & over. 
6. Management reserves the right to combine or cancel classes. 
7. Leadliners must be at least 3 years of age.  Lead rope must be connected 

to halter over or under the bridle.  Feet must be in the stirrups. Handlers 
must be 13 years old or older. 

8. All persons exhibiting or not MUST sign the release form prior to riding on 
the show grounds/facilities.  
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9. No one may approach the judge during the show regarding placement or 
decisions. 

10. Returned checks are subject to the CSHA Region 3 Return Check Policy. 
11. A one-and-a-half-minute gate call will be enforced. No refunds for missed 

classes. For tack change, let the ring steward or announcer know at least 1 
class ahead of time. Use the in and out gates in a timely manner. Classes 
will pre-load. 

12. Jackpot classes are open classes and all riders are eligible to complete.  
Jackpot awarded 50/50 pay-out with a minimum guarantee of $50/$30/$20 
to 1st, 2nd, 3rd places.  (Minimum 5 exhibitors to hold the class)
